One thing that surprised me 

back in 2014 when I was the 

AFMS President was the num-

ber of times I was informed of 

problems in clubs and even 

asked to intervene in disputes 

involving rockhounds.  I have 

also been made aware of sever-

al problems involving RMFMS 

clubs this year.  We are limited 

in what we can do; we canõt 

dictate policies within individual 

clubs and certainly donõt have a 

legal arm. 

There are always going to be 

disagreements on what is best 

for a club, or for any level of 

organization with the RMFMS.  

Clubs should certainly be open 

and fair in their deliberations 

and should always try to abide 

by their By-Laws or other gov-

erning statutes; they should not 

be run as a dictatorship, ignor-

ing proper procedure and rules.  

Usually a controversial issue 

has two sides, both of which 

have valid arguments;   

I know I sometimes disagree 

with actions taken by own club.  

But, once a decision is made, 

letõs pull together, get along, 

move forward, and not hold 

grudges.  I know of one case in 

the past in the Rocky Mountain 

Federation where a large club 

split into two clubs over a dis-

pute; now both clubs have fold-

ed. In another case a very suc-

cessful club split into two clubs; 

only one still exists and it is no 

longer part of our federation.  I 

know of other RMFMS clubs 

that were so weakened by dis-

putes that they have folded.  

Please donõt let disagreements 

destroy or weaken your organi-

zation; it ends up benefitting no 

one and certainly not our hobby! 

Now, on to something else.  

Each club in the RMFMS is sup-

posed to have a copy of our 

Articles of Incorporation, By-

Laws, and Operating Proce-

dures.  I would imagine that 

most clubs no longer know 

where their copy is.  In the 

meeting at Wichita, I hope that 

we can finalize and approve the 

revisions and updates to our 

Operating Procedures.  It will 

then be my goal to distribute 

copies to each member club, 

each member of the Executive 

Committee, and each Commit-

tee Chair.  The Articles of Incor-

poration and By-Laws can be 

found on our website.  If you 

look under By-Laws you will find 

that it also contains the Articles 

of Incorporation.  Currently, only 

the index of the Operating Pro-

cedures in on the website. 

I am looking forward to visiting 

with many of you in Wichita.  In 

the meantime, lets all work to 

improve our local clubs to the 

betterment of our hobby.

All club annual reports are in 

except for one, a small club in 

Oklahoma.  They say that they 

will renew but I have not re-

ceived any paperwork.  Individu-

al membership will be about 9, 

050 individual dues paying 

members, and increase from 

last year of about 5oo mem-

bers.  We have lost two small 

clubs, the Arizona Leaverites 

(Phoenix), and the Chanute 

Gem and Mineral Society 

(Kansas).  I doubt that we will 

hear from the Chanute club. 

The Arizona Leaverites told me 

that they were trying to get reor-

ganized.  We gained the Apache 

Junction Rock and Gem Club, an 

old club that has  been around 

and is very active.  They finally 

decided to join RMFMS, and we 

are very happy to have them.  Of 

the 500 member increase, they 

accounted for 230 of those 

members. 

Financially, collections reflect 

the increase in membership.  

We budgeted $12,000 in dues 

collections, compared to actual 

of about $13,500.  Insurance 

premium collections are also 

up, from a budget amount of 

$5,000 compared to actual of 

about $6,060.  So, finances are 

in good shape. Not many ex-

penses have come in, yet, so it 

is a little early to try to project 

expenses and compared to 

budget. 

We hope to see a good repre-

sentation of clubs at the upcom-

ing convention, April 22-24 in 

Wichita.  I will have a Treasurer 

report through mid-April at the 

convention.  Hope to see you, 

there.

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N EWS FROM  THE  PLAC - BY  PLAC 
CHAIRMAN  M IKE  N ELSON  

There have been numer-
ous emails flying back 
and forth with requests 
to write supporting let-
ters in opposition to 

withdrawals of  land by 
the USFS or the BLM.  

The last few weeks have been a 

busy time for state Chairs of 

PLAC.  There have been numer-

ous emails flying back and forth 

with requests to write support-

ing letters in opposition to with-

drawals of land by the USFS or 

the BLM.  Some proposed with-

drawals are due to protection 

for Sage Grouse, others for 

Wilderness Areas.  It has been 

difficult for me to keep up with 

all of the proposals.  However, I 

have written letters to appropri-

ate land managers regarding 

withdrawal of lands to protect 

Sage Grouse in Idaho, Nevada 

and Oregon.  What is missing in 

the BLM proposal is the allow-

ance for rockhounding on large 

tracts of land.  In the Black Hills 

of South Dakota the USFS 

wants to withdraw several hun-

dred acres in several tracts in 

order to preserve habitat.  This 

withdrawal would seem to pro-

hibit gold prospecting and pan-

ning.  In addition, the USFS has 

proposals on the table for with-

drawal of large tracts of land 

for designation as Wilderness 

Area(s). 

The questions that have come 

up, at least to me, center on 

what is allowed in Wilderness 

Areas?  Is rockhounding for 

minerals or collecting fossils 

allowed?  Depends. First of all, 

only the U.S Congress can des-

ignate Wilderness---not POTUS 

nor the USFS nor the BLM.  And 

therefore, the designators 

(Congress) could include legis-

lation to allow mineral rock-

hounding or fossil collecting or 

cattle grazing---as long as the 

activity did not destroy the wil-

derness characteristics of the 

area.  I would guess that col-

lecting would be restricted to 

walk-ins and non-motorized 

extraction, or even no sluice 

boxes.  I am uncertain.   

USFS personnel have informed 

me that: Wilderness designa-

tions are processes that occur 

well apart from and totally inde-

pendent from any Miner-

als/Paleo program mandatesñ

although such designations can 

certainly impact minerals/paleo 

related activities that may or 

may not occur in Wilderness 

areas... Basically, there is noth-

ing in Wilderness regs that 

would by default exclude permit-

ted or non-permitted paleo col-

lection activities on Wilderness; 

BUT, each designation is largely 

unique to the Wilderness area in 

question, and the folks making 

the designation have considera-

ble latitude in deciding what 

types of activities would or would 

not affect the òwilderness char-

acteró of the area, and therefore 

what will or will not be allowed.  

The best tactic [for rockhounds] 

would be to question any such 

decision as part of the formal 

public comment solicitation 

which must occur during the 

NEPA phase of the proposed 

designation. Be prepared to 

frame comments from the per-

spective of whether or not the 

proposed activity can take place 

in other public lands areas that 

are not being proposed for Wil-

dernessñperhaps a gem occur-

rence is unique to a particular 

location and collection can occur 

nowhere else? That is one of the 

standards applied to activities 

proposed to occur in Wilderness 

areasñcan you do it anywhere 

else? If the answer is òyes,ó that 

considerably weakens the case 

for getting an allowance to do it 

in a Wilderness areaé Also be 

prepared to frame arguments 

from the perspective that the 

proposed activity would have no 

or negligible impact on the Wil-

derness character of the area in 

question.  

The South Dakota PLAC Chair 

asked that I try and locate infor-

mation on the proposed Indian 

Creek Wilderness Area in the 

southwestern part of the State.  

This proposed land withdrawal 

would impact the collecting of 

Fairburn Agates.  What I found 

out is quite interesting: The idea 

about proposing Indian Creek as 

a Wilderness Area goes clear 

back to the Bill Clinton days of 

the presidency.  At that time 

there was a study commis-

sioned on revising the Nebraska 

National Forests and Grass-

lands Land and Resource Man-

agement Plan---including the 

possibility of suggesting new 

areas for Wilderness designa-

tion.   I believe the Nebraska 

Game and Parks actually recom-

mended the Indian Creek area.  

So for now, it is an area desig-

nated as Recommended for 

Wilderness and is being man-

aged, at least partially, as a 

Wilderness Area.  I say partially 

since the public can still access 

the road (FS Road 2709?) that 

traverses the Indian Creel Allot-

ment.  The area will remain as 

òrecommendedó until Congress 

decides to:  

1) r e m o v e  t h e 

òrecommendedó designa-

tion 

2) designate the allotment as 

Wilderness Area.  

It is my understanding that the 

South Dakota congressional 

delegation does not have imme-

diate plans to bring forth legisla-

tion for designation as a Wilder-

ness Area.  The question in my 

mindñcan the òrecommendedó 

designation last in perpetuity?  

I have also been informed that 

H.R. 1581 (U.S. House of Repre-

sentatives) was being pushed 

by a number of smaller govern-

ment entities (County level) in 

some western States.  The Bill 

was introduced back in April of 

2011 and I am uncertain about 

its future.   

Wilderness and Roadless Area 

Release Act of 2011 - Releases 

public lands administered by 

the Bureau of Land Manage-

ment (BLM) pursuant to the 

Federal Land Policy and Man-

agement Act of 1976 that have 

not been designated as wilder-

ness and identified by BLM as 

not suitable for designation as 

wilderness from further study 

for wilderness designation.

Makes such lands no longer 

subject to the Act's requirement 

pertaining to the management 

of wilderness study areas in a 

manner that does not impair 

suitability for preservation as 

wilderness.  

Releases inventoried roadless 

areas within the National Forest 

System that have not been des-

ignated as wilderness and were 

not recommended for designa-

tion as wilderness as a result of 

the second roadless area review 

and evaluation program (RARE 

II) or the subsequent revision of 

a land resource management 

plan, from further study for wil-

derness designation. Makes 

such System lands no longer 

subject to management to main-

tain roadless character and 

values and to comply with other 

land-use restrictions of the 

Roadless Area Conservation 

Rule, as amended by the Road-

less Area Conservation Final 

Rule (2001) and the State Peti-

tions for Inventoried Roadless 

Area Management Final Rule 

(2005). 

I cannot begin to answer all of 

the questions about land man-

agement being thrown this way; 

however, I will try and at least 

investigate.  The key points, at 

least in my opinion, are:  

1) make certain you stay in 

contact with staffers from 

the stateõs congressional 

delegation and make cer-

tain they understand con-

cerns of rockhounds  

2) become friends, or at least 

acquaintances, with land 

managers employed by fed-

eral agencies  

Work with the federal employees 

to better the landscape---have the 

club fill holes, pick up trash, vol-

unteer to help maintain trails and 

roads (if appropriate), etc.  Also 

invite land managers to speak at 

club meetings---for example, the 

Western Dakota Gem and Mineral 

Society (Rapid City) invited the 

USFS North Zone Paleontologist 

(based in Nebraska) to present 

information on the new Forest 

Service rules concerning collect-

ing fossils.  And, finally, visit the 

BLM office, or check their web-

site, to see if there are opportuni-

ties to join a citizenõs advisory 

committee (RAC).

Steven Veatch, a member of the 

Lake George Gem and Mineral 

Club, was recently inducted into 

the National Rockhound and 

Lapidary Hall of Fame for his 

work in work in education as it 

relates to the hobby. His work 

with the youth of the club, the 

Pebble Pups, and the teenaged 

Earth Science Scholars, has re-

ceived national attention. He has 

been leading the CSMS youth for 

over 25 years and the Lake 

George Gem and Mineral Club for 

more than five years. The Nation-

al Rockhound and Lapidary Hall 

of Fame was founded by June 

Culp Zeitner in 1987 to recognize 

excellence in the earth sciences 

by inducting one or more persons 

each year in six categories: min-

erals, fossils, metalcraft, lapidary, 

e d u c a t i o n ,  a n d  t r i b u t e 

(deceased). All of the inductees 

are experts in their fields. At this 

time, inductees represent 33 

states. The Hall of Fame is gov-

erned by a seven-member board 

composed of one person from 

each of the American Federation 

of Mineralogical Societies mem-

ber regions. 

Veatch has organized the Colo-

rado Springs and Lake George 

groups into the Pikes Peak Peb-

ble Pups and Earth Science 

Scholars, a study and action 

work group. Together they ex-

plore the wonders of rock, min-

eral, and fossil collecting in the 

Pikes Peak region. The Pebble 

Pup program participates with 

the Future Rockhounds of 

America under the American 

Federation of Mineralogical 

Societies.  

The purpose is to train the 

clubõs youth to become skilled 

rockhounds while learning 

about earth science. The Pebble 

Pups do more than that; they 

conduct research that is pub-

lished in newspapers and mag-

azines, work with lab equip-

ment, and go on field trips. 

There are monthly lessons on 

earth science during the school 

year and several workshops on 

field drawing, sketching, and 

writing.

Pups meet from 5:30 to 6:15 on 

the third Thursday of each 

month at the Colorado Springs 

Senior Center. The Teller County

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CRIPPLE  CREEKõS M OST 
I MPORTANT  ROCK  COLLECTION  
BY  CSMS AND  LGGMC M EMBER  
STEVEN  WADE  VEATCH  

This rock collection, 
mostly ignored today, 

played a crucial role in 
the early scientific work 

on the district.  

Cripple Creek was a brawling 

mining camp when Whitman 

Cross and Richard Penrose, two 

U.S.G.S. geologists, arrived to 

survey the mining district and 

conduct geological investiga-

tions in 1894.  It is most likely 

the specimens were collected 

by horseback when Cross and 

Penrose did their field work, 

September-November 1894.  

During their work, these field 

geologists created a collection 

of the districtõs representative 

rocks. Part of the rock collection 

(59 specimens) still exists in 

the Cripple Creek District Muse-

um.  

This rock collection, mostly 

ignored today, played a crucial 

role in the early scientific work 

on the district.  These rock 

specimens were used to pro-

duce the early geologic maps 

of the area and served as the 

basis for a U.S.G.S report that 

brought an increased interest 

in the gold camp and addition-

al capital to develop and ex-

pand the mines.  The rock col-

lection, on which their report 

was based, directly contributed 

to the fortunes of some mine 

owners and the success of the 

òWorldõs Greatest Gold Camp.ó 

The Cripple Creek & Victor 

Gold Mining Company funded 

the ongoing work at the Cripple 

Creek District Museum to con-

serve not only this historic collec-

tion but all of the rocks and min-

erals located at the museum. This 

is a world-class collection that is 

being saved for future genera-

tions and scientific work. Steven 

Veatch, John Rakowski, and Bob 

Carnein of the Lake George Gem 

and Mineral Club are doing the 

conservation work as volunteers. 

The specimens are cleaned, iden-

tified, photographed, and as-

signed a unique collection num-

ber for the museum database. 

This work has been ongoing since 

2012. The youth of the Pikes 

Peak Pebble Pups also contrib-

utes time to this project. 

Each specimen of the Cross and Penrose 

collection was meticulously and beautifully 

trimmed, prepared in a standard size 

(approximately 7x8 cm each), and placed 

in boxes with a label. This specimen is 

phonolite.
